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Abstract
Databases have been introduced in the medical health care to gather information, which could be easily used to different purposes. There is a need to save clinical data, epidemiological data, as a basis of as well health care purposes and research. New developed Medical Sciences have been possible by taking account of specific bio sample data bases and compare them with epidemiological data.
